Chert was used to make points, scrapers, and 
other tools. 

 
 

Corn was used to make Sofki (boiled corn cereal), 
hominy, and grits. 
 

 

Sweet Potato was used as a food. 
 

 

Deer was used for meat to eat and hide for 
clothing.  Hide was also used to make household 
items like bedding.  Bones and antlers were used 
for tools and handles.  Sinew and tendons were 
used as glue and bowstrings. 
 

 
 

Hickory Tree oil and nuts were used as food. The 
wood was used for house posts, handles, bows, 
baskets, bowls, arrow shafts, and firewood. 
 

 
 

Duck was used for meat to eat. The feathers and 
down (soft fluffy feathers) were used for clothing. 
 

 

Sandstone was used as mortar and pestle. 
(grinding tools) 
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
