Flight Log

Pilots of real airplanes record every flight they make. They record where they flew and when. Important
pieces of information include time of departure, time of landing, distance, and departure and arrival
cities. They may also record interesting or memorable parts of their flight. Keep a flight log for your
paper airplane. Like real pilots, you can use the log to keep track of your flights. When your log is full,
look back and remember being a paper airplane pilot.
